
SHORT BOWEL 
SYNDROME (SBS)
A SERIOUS AND CHRONIC MALABSORPTION DISORDER1,2

SBS is the result of physical loss and functional deficiency  
of portions of the intestine, primarily due to surgical resection.1*

The malabsorptive spectrum of SBS is wide, and clinical features include2-4:

Diarrhea/ 
increased outputs

Malnutrition Dehydration

Patients with SBS are heterogeneous 
because of large variations in intestinal 
function and remnant bowel anatomy.5
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*Patients with SBS require varying fluid/nutritional interventions based on individual needs.
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
